§ 4
The Author(s) declare that they grant the UKSW a free non-exclusive licence to use the article specified in §1, in whole or in part, in all known fields of exploitation referred to in Art. 50 of the Copyright and Related Rights Act, in particular:
1. Publishing and dissemination of the article both in printed and electronic versions;
2. Copying and saving on the external drives;
3. Entering into computer memory;
4. Entering into the on-line libraries;
5. Entering onto the market; 
6. Entering to online databases of journals, including full-text databases;
7. Disseminating the article under the terms of the Creative Commons CC BY-ND 4.0 International licence.


§ 5
The UKSW undertakes to provide each Author with one copy of the journal, in which the article written by the Author has been published (if the journal is published in printed version), and the PDF file containing the article is in a printable form.

§ 6
Any disputes related to the interpretation or implementation of this Agreement shall be settled amicably, in the spirit of the Open Access Policy, in force at the UKSW, and known to the Author(s), applied by the UKSW Publishing House to articles published by it in journals. In the event of disagreement, disputes between the parties shall be settled by the court having jurisdiction over the UKSW’s registered office.
